2019 SCHOLARSHIPS 

Walter A. and Minna E. Moehle Award

This scholarship was established in 1961 by the five Moehle brothers in recognition of their parents’ 50th wedding anniversary.  The initial scholarship, $500, has increased to this year’s $12,000 award, given by the Moehle Family, to a graduating senior who meets the following criteria:

· Must have attended OHS for at least four semesters

· Rank in top 25% of class

· Moral character, habits, leadership and citizenship qualities, including recipient’s extra-curricular activities, shall be considered 

· Need is considered if two candidates are equal

· Must be planning a four-year degree

Selection committee is composed of four teachers (one from each academic area:  English, Math, Science, and Social Studies), the Guidance Counselor, and the Principal.

Roland Barkau Memorial Scholarships
These scholarships will consist of a $5,000 award, a $4,000 award, and a $3,000 award.  These scholarships will be paid to the winners over a four-year period for tuition and related college expenses.  Academics (as measured by class rank) will be the criteria for these scholarships; in the event of a tie or similar circumstance, consideration will be given as to other scholarships the applicant has received.  The funding for these scholarships is income on the proceeds received from the sale of the Roland Barkau Memorial Golf Course.  These proceeds were donated by the Brad Barkau family, as a memorial gift in the name of his father, who was a lifelong Okawville resident, active in local organizations, and a former school board member.
First National Bank of Okawville Good Citizenship Award
This scholarship was established in 1971 by the First National Bank of Okawville.  This award is for two $1,000 scholarships and is given to one girl and one boy.  Faculty members nominate, and a committee selects the winners based on industry, initiative, leadership, concern for others, responsibility, and integrity.
First National Bank of Okawville Scholarship— Kaskaskia College
A $1,000 scholarship, started in 2002, and a $1,000 scholarship, started in 2014, are given to two Okawville High School seniors who will be attending Kaskaskia College.  The students must have a C+ or better GPA.  Preference is given to students planning a business-related major, and extra-curricular activities are considered.
Old Exchange National Bank of Okawville

Anniversary Scholarship

This scholarship was established in 2010 in honor of the 100th anniversary of the Old Exchange National Bank of Okawville.  This $4,000 scholarship will be awarded over four years.  It is given to a graduating senior who meets the following criteria:

Must have attended OHS for a least four semesters

Rank in top 25% of class

•
Must be planning a four year degree

•
Must enroll as full-time student maintaining a C+ or better GPA

•
Moral character, leadership, and citizenship qualities with a consideration of extra-curricular activities

•
Need is considered if two candidates are equal

Selection committee is composed of two teachers, the Guidance Counselor, the Principal, and a representative of the bank.

Old Exchange National Bank of Okawville Scholarship
This scholarship was established in 1994 by the Old Exchange National Bank of Okawville.  This scholarship consists of up to five $500 cash awards.  Students must write an essay, and the bank’s committee selects the winners.  The local winners then compete at the state level for additional scholarships ranging from $1,000 to $4,000 from the Community Bankers Association of Illinois.

Celeste Steinhauer Memorial Scholarship

This scholarship was established in 1992.  The scholarship, in the amount of $1,000 over two years, is given in memory of Celeste Steinhauer, a former Okawville resident.  Recipient must be in the top one-fourth of the class and cannot be receiving a tuition-free scholarship or tuition wavier.
Okawville Chamber of Commerce Scholarship
This scholarship was established in 1992.  This is a $500 scholarship.  Students must rank in upper 50% of class and be accepted in a post-secondary program of at least two years in length.  Criteria used by selection committee include interest and involvement in the community and church, leadership and moral character, involvement in school organizations, academic excellence, and number and amount of scholarships or financial aid already received.
Okawville Lion’s Club Leadership Award

This scholarship was established in 2006 by the Okawville Lion’s Club.  These 2 $1,000 scholarships are awarded to students in the top 50% of the class who are involved in community service and demonstrates leadership skills.
West Washington County Unit School District #10

Foundation Scholarship

This scholarship was established in 2011.  These three $2,500 scholarships are based on academic achievement, financial need, civic, community and charitable accomplishments.  The foundation is intended to serve as a vehicle for interested donors to make tax deductible gifts for scholarships to our high school graduates.  Individuals interested in donating to the Foundation should contact the Superintendent.
Kaskaskia College Board of Trustee’s Scholarship

This scholarship is presented each year to two students in the top 25% of the graduating class who will be attending Kaskaskia College in the fall.  The scholarship provides a tuition and fee waiver.  The student must be considered a full-time student.
Tom Heimann Memorial Scholarship

This scholarship was established in 1989 by the Addieville Jaycees.  This is a $500 scholarship given in memory of Tom Heimann.  Seniors must apply for this scholarship and show acceptance in a post-secondary program.  Each applicant must write a personal letter addressing the following topics:

· Reason for applying for the scholarship
· Personal goals

· Leadership activities

· Community and church activities

· Economic needs

· Future Plans

The Addieville Jaycees make the final selection.

Mark Wienstroer Memorial Scholarship

This scholarship was established in 1997 by the Addieville Jaycees.  This $1,000 scholarship is awarded to a graduating senior who intends to pursue an occupation in an agriculture-related field.  The Addieville Jaycees make the final selection.
Kathy Shubert Memorial Award

This scholarship was established in 2002.  The scholarship, in the amount of $1,000, is given in memory of Kathy Shubert.  The recipient must be in the golf program and in the top one-third of the class.  The recipient should also display a good work ethic, good citizenship, and kindness toward others.  Kathy is remembered as showing these characteristics throughout her life.  
Nicholas S. Bledsoe Memorial Scholarship

This $1,500 scholarship was established in 2012 by the Bledsoe family and the Bledsoe/Eldridge Scholarship Fund. Nick was a member of the Class of 2011.  Nick took great pride in being a student, athlete, and leader at Okawville Jr./Sr. High School.  The winner of this scholarship must have at least a 2.0 GPA and write an essay about living up to the expectations of being a contributing member of Okawville Jr./Sr. High School and the community of Okawville.  
Justin D. Eldridge Memorial Scholarship

This $1,500 scholarship was established in 2012 by the Bledsoe/Eldridge Scholarship Fund.  Justin was member of the Class of 2011.  Justin loved the outdoors; he was an avid hunter and fisherman who took pride in being a founding member of the Trap Shooting and Bass Fishing Teams.  The winner of this scholarship must have at least a 2.0 GPA and write an essay about how experiences in nature strengthen an individual and enrich his/her life.

Jimmy Glynn Memorial Scholarship

This $1,000 scholarship was established in 2013 by the Glynn family.  The late Jimmy Glynn and his wife Nancy had three sons who attended OJSHS and were involved in athletics.  Jimmy died after courageously battling cancer.  The winner of this scholarship must submit a resume and write an essay about how high school athletics prepared him/her for life after high school.

Larry Paszkiewicz Memorial Scholarship

This scholarship was established in 2016 by the Paszkiewicz family in honor of Larry’s dedication to education and his love of agriculture.  Larry was a longtime employee of the University of Illinois Extension and was a Washington Country Master Gardener.  

American Legion Good Citizenship Award
This award is given to two boys and two girls selected by the Okawville High School staff.  First place-one boy and one girl-will each receive $250 cash, a medallion, and a certificate.  Second place-one boy and one girl-will each receive $150 cash and an honorable mention certificate.

VFW Post 5596 Scholarship
This scholarship was established in 1990 by VFW Post 5596 of Okawville.  This is a $1,000 scholarship.  The selection committee is composed of VFW members and school faculty.  Recipient must be in the upper 50% of class, have at least a “C” GPA, and be accepted in a two- or four- year post-secondary program or the military service.  The selection committee uses the following criteria.
· Responsibility

· Initiative

· Leadership

· Community and church activities

Recipient must attend a VFW meeting one month prior to departure to school or military service and tell the post their plans and how this scholarship will help them.  Recipient must present proof of enrollment in school or military service.
Okawville Community Club Scholarship

This $1,000 scholarship was established in 2019.  The selection committee consists of three club members who submit their recommendation to the club president.  The winner must complete an application and submit an essay about the impact of the Okawville Community on the student.

American Red Cross Blood Services Young Minds Change Lives

High School Scholarship

This $250 scholarship, provided by the American Red Cross, is determined by the total number of units collected at the school blood drive.  

College and Career Ready Scholarship

This grant-funded scholarship was established in 2014.  These $1,000 scholarships are awarded to students who have shown college readiness by participating and excelling in career readiness activities.  

Washington County Retired Teachers Association Scholarship
This scholarship was established in 2006.  This is a $500 scholarship awarded to a senior who is in the upper one-fourth of their class and is pursuing a career in the teaching field.  
Washington Masonic Lodge No. 55 A.F. & A.M. Scholarship

This scholarship was established in 1990.  This is a $500 scholarship awarded to a graduating senior who ranks in the upper one-fourth of the class with at least a 3.2 GPA, must score about 50% percentile on a National College Admission Test, must be enrolled in a college, university, or vocational school, and must demonstrate good citizenship and sound character.
